Welcome! I am looking forward to meeting all the new and returning students and
their families. After enrollment I will be letting parents know of any missing items that I
need for each student’s file such as physicals, shot records, allergy or asthma forms. Please
get these items to me as soon as possible. We also need home, work, and emergency contact
numbers to add to each child’s record in case of an emergency. Please make sure you re-
view our health policy and other health information on my web page at
www.bradley.usd207.com.

Kansas Law — Kansas requires all kindergarten students and any new students (new to
Kansas), 8 years old and under, to have a school physical dated no later than January 1st
2010. Note that this is a onetime requirement. All students must have an up-to-date
immunization record on file in the nurse’s office. New immunization changes are listed
below. Three doses of Hepatitis B are required through 10th grade. Two doses of Varicella
(chickenpox) are required for Kindergarten and 1st grade; one dose is required for grades
2-10 unless proof of disease documented by a licensed physician is provided (note that two
doses are recommended for all ages). Booster dose of Tdap (Tetanus and Pertussis) is
required at 7th grade if more than 2 years since previous dose of Td (Tetanus). Two doses of
Hepatitis A are required for children less than 5 years of age in our early childhood
(Pre-Kindergarten) program.

Hearing and vision screenings are coming up in September. If you would like to
volunteer to help please call me at 651-6915, ext. 1114.

If your child is sick, has an appointment or will not be at school, please call the school
at 651-6915 and leave a message or email your child’s teacher.

For those who are new to Bradley Elementary here’s a short rundown of our procedures, and a
quick review for those of you who are returning.

Checkout Students may check out a book with unlimited renewals, as long as no one else
has requested it. They need to bring books back to the library to renew them before any
additional books can be checked out. They should bring books back for check-in or

renewal each time they have library class.

Return books any timeot just during library class. Because teachers are great supporters
of reading, they often let students come to the library throughout the week. If students
leave a book at home on library day, they can return it the next day and then check out a
new one.

Pre-K, Kindergarten, and First Gradgudents may check out one book at a time.

Secondthrough Sixthgradestudents can check out two books at a time.

No overdue finedut we do ask for replacement costs if a book is lost or damaged beyond
repair.
